SUBSIDIZED EMPLOYMENT PROGRAM

FACT SHEET

WHAT: 
Employers who hire eligible Alameda County job seekers will receive an 80% wage subsidy for up to 6 months.  This program is funded by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 and it will end on September 30, 2010.  

If you participate:

· You will collaborate with staff dedicated to meeting your employment needs.

· We will refer pre-screened candidates and you are under no obligation to hire.
· You will receive monthly wage reimbursement.

WHY:
The purpose of the subsidy is to:

· Put Alameda County residents to work;

· Put money in the local economy; and 

· Build relationships with business and non-profit agencies.

WHO:
Employers who hire an Alameda County job seeker can receive the subsidy if:

· They hire an eligible person.

· They have the intent to retain the employee after the subsidy.

· They do not displace existing employees.

Eligible job seekers must be from a needy family defined as:

· CalWORKs recipients.

· Families with income below 200% of poverty.

· Non-custodial parents with income below 200% of poverty.
